Goal of Primary Energy in China 
2020

� Total installation capacity in 2020: 1200 GW*

• Coal fired:  710 GW- 59.2%
• Hydro:  300 GW – 25%
• Nuclear: 60 GW – 5% **
• Wind: 100 GW -- 8.3%
• Solar: 1.8 GW – 0.15%
• Bio: 30 GW – 2.5%
